   This year marks the 500th anniversary of 
Martin Luther nailing his 95 Theses to the 
door of a church in Wittenberg, Germany. 
He called for substantive and specific 
changes in church practices and theology. 
    Over time other Reformers added their 
voices – these teachings were eventually 
summarized in what we call the Five 
Solas, “sola” being a Latin word meaning 
“alone” or “only.” The Latin phrases are: 

• Sola Scriptura: Scripture alone 
• Solus Christus: Christ alone 
• Sola Fide: faith alone 
• Sola Gratia: grace alone 
• Soli Deo Gloria: glory to God alone
